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Professor Ma Juli’ s Experience in Curing Constipation of Diabetic Patients
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Abstract Professor Ma Juli adopted the TCM principle of treatment based on syndrome differentiation to remove the
symptom of constipation of diabetic patients and combined differentiation of disease with the other symptoms for
highlighting patients’ tonifying and nursing, which is remarkably effective. The common differentiated five syndromes;
fluid loss due to lung heat causing dryness of intestines; spleen — kidney yang deficiency and accumulation of cold

pathogenic factors inside; gi—blood loss and stagnation of blood ; lung—spleen qi deficiency and obstructed visceral qi; de-

pletion of body fluid.
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
